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9. Move section out of way to allow for assembly of second section.

11. Mount the mounting plate on the mast.
12. Center and mount the boom on the mounting plate.
13. Lift and mount one element on one end of the boom.

2. TIGHTENING OR LOOSENING LINES

Due to the nature of the construction, climate and shipping, it is occasionallyetequir
that the lines be tightened or loosened. Because of the design this is easiiplesthed
as follows:

1. Remove the nut and lock washer holding the offending line to the spreader arm
and remove the line at one end only.

2. Twist the line in the desired direction will shorten or length the line.

3. Replace the line, lock washer, nut and tighten.

Special Note Lines which have “T” sections will require that the line is equally
tightened or loosened at both ends.

3. USE OF BALUN (purchased from outside sources)

If using the balun, ensure that the feedline and balun is properly supported to prevent
stress on the wires of the antenna. Failure to do so will result in damage teetir@ant

4. PINNING SPIDER TO BOOM

We strongly suggest that the spider be pinned to the boom by using one or two self
tapping screws for this purpose. These must be purchased for outside sources.
